The Legacy Society!? What is that?

In every edition of Group Assets in the right-hand side of the page, there is a space dedicated to the members of the
Legacy Society. If you're not familiar with it, you may wonder “what is this Legacy Society about?” In this issue, I'm going
to revisit what the Legacy Society is and why you may be interested in becoming a member of this group.

Through
participation in a variety of AGPA activities, | have honed my teaching
and writing abilities, developed leadership skills, become comfortable in
assuming positions of power and influence, increased my referral base by
developing a national reputation, and, most importantly, made wonderful
collegial relationships and treasured lifetime friendships.

My husband Matt and | were so moved by our AGPA
involvement after 9/11, we committed to making the
Group Foundation one of our main philanthropic efforts.
